My daily 1life is much 1like that of any of the other 1,200

prisoners at this facility; I strive to develop a routine around

which to structure my time. Even within the constraints that

are an inevitable part of prison existence, my goal is to remain

politically aware, personally productive, and to stay as much &

the person I was prior to my arrest.
